It's that time of year again - The Annual Report. As always, | love telling the story of how our agency has done!

Our dedicated staff continues to do an incredible job of expanding our outreach, while strengthening the programs
and services tailored to meet the needs of youth in foster care and our families in need of support. Among our
many accomplishments in 2016, we reshaped our grant writing team, adding new talent and skills . This dynamic
team synergistically evolved and enhanced our entire grant processes. Consequently, we successfully renewed and
added several state contracts and grants, including our first federal grant. This has allowed us to expand our
services and community reach.

We hosted our 18th Annual Holiday Party ensuring that children & youth in foster & adoptive care, experience a
joyous holiday. Over 1,000 volunteers, including 300 students from the ‘lolani School Dance Team, helped kids
create lifelong, happy memories. My favorite story from this event was the adult volunteer (former foster youth)
whose life was also forever changed that day when he saw a community come together to show the kids that they
are loved and valued.

After overcoming significant challenges last year, Family Programs Hawaii is stronger. We closed our Hilo Senior
Program in 2016 and are especially proud of the start of our new replacement program, Na'u e koho "The Choice is
Mine" Native Hawaiian Education and our nascent Family Strengthening Center.

(*Na'u e koho is a federally funded grant program, geared towards supporting at-risk, foster and youth of Hawaiian ancestry.)

Under the leadership of our Executive Vice President and Vice Present of Clinical Services, Keith Kuboyama, LCSW,
MSW, we formalized our partnership with renowned psychologist, Dr. Steven Choy, PhD and the Hawaii School of
Professional Psychology at Argosy University and soft launched our Family Strengthening Center. Our center
helps families stay together through mental health services, counseling, and education. These offerings strengthen
parents' caretaking skills and address vital community requirements.

We continue to expand our impact through enduring collaborations with partner agencies, community leaders and
a robust volunteer cadre of community and military supporters to support our mission. This year alone we worked
with more than 1,000 volunteers who logged in more than 6,000 hours.

Our Board of Directors worked diligently with staff, community, government leaders & collaborative partners
towards achieving productive outcomes. Their efforts are proof that an "all hands on deck" mission-driven focus,
along with the benefit of business insight, can make a real difference.

Through close partnerships and strong governance, Chairman Jeff Case and the Board assisted me with deliberat-
ing ambitious goals and helped set the stage for our Vision 2020 Strategic Planning. Three new Board members
join FPH in 2017 and Stephanie Batzer, JD will preside as the new Chairwoman of the Board in 2017.
